Two great commandments 
By rabbinical count, ‘the Law’ 
consisted of some 613 
commandments. The Scribe’s 
question as to which command-
ment was the greatest was one 
frequently discussed among the 
rabbis. Jesus was asked to name 
one, but responded by naming 

two. Both are found in the Old Testament; the first in Deuteronomy 6:4 (First 
reading), and second in Leviticus 19:18. What Jesus did was to put the two 
together, thus emphasising the essential relatedness of them. No rabbi had 
previously done this. The emphasis on love became for Christians the identifying 
characteristic of their religion. 

The Scribe agreed fully with Jesus, and went to declare that true love of God and 
the loving service of others are more important than elaborate cult. Nowhere else 
in the Gospels does a Scribe emerge in such a favourable light.  

 

Liturgical celebrations: 
 

 

Monday - All Saints Day (solemnity) 

Every year the Church recalls the example, witness, and prayer of the holy women 
and men who have been identified by the Church as Saints. The saints were people 
who dared to live a Christian life. Their lives are an encouragement and inspiration 
to us. Bur these saints are more than just role models; they are family members 
with whom we continue to share relation, in a bond of prayer, called the 
Communion of Saints. Every year when we celebrate this day, the Gospel we 
proclaim recalls for us Jesus' teaching about happiness, the Beatitudes. In the 
Beatitudes we see the qualities Jesus wishes to see in his disciples, qualities that 
are exemplified in the lives of the saints. A mere glance shows that they are a 
complete reversal of conventional standards and values. We quickly notice in this 
reading that none of those Jesus names as “blessed” or “happy” are expected . . . 
the poor in spirit, the meek, the persecuted. Jesus' blueprint for happiness reflects 
little of what the world might call happiness. 
 

 

What does Jesus mean when he uses the word “blessed?” This word is sometimes 
translated as “happy” or “fortunate” or “favored.” In other words, Jesus is saying 
that divine favor is upon those who are poor, who mourn, who are persecuted. This 
might have been welcome and surprising news to the crowds who heard Jesus 
that day. 
 

 

The Beatitudes can be understood as a framework for Christian living. Because of 
this, it is natural that we proclaim this Gospel on the Feast of All Saints. Saints are 
people who lived the spirit of the Beatitudes as Jesus lived. On this day, we too are 
challenged to model our lives on the spirit and promises of the Beatitudes. A 
person who lives according to the Beatitudes is already living in the kingdom of 
heaven.

Tuesday – All Souls’ Day (memorial) 

Since the early Church, Christians prayed for the dead. By the 7th century, 
some monastic foundations reserved this day to pray for deceased mem-
bers and benefactors. By the 14th century, the commemoration had spread 
through Europe and was universally accepted in the Latin Church.  

 

Thursday – Saint Charles Borromeo (memorial) 

Charles Borromeo lived during the Catholic Reformation. At 22 he was cre-
ated Cardinal Archbishop of Milan and Papal Secretary of State. As arch-
bishop, he chose to live an ascetic life and reformed his vast diocese. His 
dedicated life entailed great personal sacrifice. He is a patron saint of cate-
chist and catechumens.

Vocation Reflection: “Love God, Neighbour, Self”  

 
"The greatest commandments, as spoken by Moses and Jesus focus on 
love: love of God, of self and of neighbour. But, what is this love? As 
expressed in Jesus’ teaching and ministry, we know that love is more 
than feelings and good intentions. Love involves relationships that are 
mutual, life-giving, that focus on justice and willing the good for the 
other. Love calls us to work toward self-knowledge, self-reflection and 
healing in our lives in order to engage respectfully with life, others and all 
of creation. It calls us to establish right relationship with God and with all 
that exists." 

Love God, Neighbour, Self 

When asked which was the greatest commandment, Jesus echoed the 
great commandment Moses gave the people in the first reading. To the 
commandment to love God with all the heart, mind, soul and strength, 
Jesus adds the commandment to love one’s neighbour as oneself. After 
giving Israel the Law, Moses admonishes the people to “observe these 
and it will go well with you.” 

The greatest commandments, as spoken by Moses and Jesus focus on 
love: love of God, of self and of neighbour. But, what is this love? As 
expressed in Jesus’ teaching and ministry, we know that love is more 
than feelings and good intentions. Love involves relationships that are 
mutual, life-giving, that focus on justice and willing the good for the 
other. Love calls us to work toward self-knowledge, self-reflection and 
healing in our lives in order to engage respectfully with life, others and all 
of creation. It calls us to establish right relationship with God and with all 
that exists. 

This call to right relationship with God and all that exists is our primary 
vocation. As we say yes to that primary vocation to love God, neighbour 
and self, we are then invited to open ourselves to the voice of the Spirit 
who calls us to live out that vocation in a particular state of life and ca-
reer. 

Whether we live our vocation to love as married, single, parents, children, 
lawyers, teachers, engineers, religious, priests, mechanics, botanists …..; 
if we live it intentionally and in response to God’s call, then as Moses told 
Israel “it will go well with us.” It will go well because it is in living our 
vocation that we find fulfillment, joy and life.

Did you know 
 

All Saints’ Day — also known as All Hallows’ Day, Hallowmas, or Feast of All Saints — commemo-
rates all the saints of the Church. It is celebrated on November 1st in the Western churches, and 
on the first Sunday after Pentecost in the Eastern churches.  

 

The origin of All Saints’ Day cannot be traced exactly, and it has been observed on various days 
in different places over the centuries. However, the event has been officially established in 835 
by Pope Gregory IV, the one who ordered its general observance on November 1st. This celebra-
tion date appeared in a 9th-century English calendar. In medieval England, the feast was known 
as All Hallows’ Day, and this is why its eve is still known as Halloween. 

According to Pope Frances, All Saints’ Day is the feast of all of us, a holy occasion to increase 
our faith and hope. Moreover, this is the day when we celebrate humility as the main virtue of all 
saints. Here are five simple, but illuminating quotes to keep in mind while celebrating All Saints’ 
Day. 

 

The Solemnity of All Saints is 'our' feast not because we are good, but because the holiness of 
God touches our lives. 

Saints are not perfect models but are people whose lives God has crossed.  

 

Saints have fought to take away the stains and darkness of sin, so as to let the gentle light of 
God pass through […], this is the purpose of life, even for us.  

 

Saints are the simple, the humble who make room for God, who know how to weep for others 
and for their own errors, those who stay meek, who fight for justice, who are merciful toward all,
